Inconcluding the interviews on thissubject
(writes a Chronicle interviewer), .there has
come into my hands -a little »~pamphlet
which throws an exaect light upon the prin-
cipal point involved in the * Printed
Aproad ” question, = What is saved by |
printing ebroad, since the only reason for
going abroad is the saving?

The Dutch printer appends a
list of about seventy English books printed
by him, and guarantees * first-class work-
manship with all the work he executes.”

By way of contrasting his prices with the
English cost of similar work, the Duateh-

 man takes the estimates which the Society
{ of Anthors make for book production. Some
| publishers contend that the estimates of the
E Society of Authors ave rather under what
| the best publishers are in the habit of pay-
ling. Be that as it may, the Dutchman’s
