PASTOR’'S ADDRESS.

My pEAR FRIENDS,

The year 1898 has been in many respects a remarkable
one in the history of our Church. It has been one of serious
loss, through both death and removals from the district. Many
wellknown names have been erased from our Church roll, and
we miss faces which we were accustomed to see among the
regular worshippers.  Despite this serious inroad upon our
membership, through the migratory character of the population,
our finances have reached the highest point yet attained during
the seven years of my ministry amongst you. The pew rents,
weekly offerings, and special collections all show an advance
upon previous years. This is all the more noteworthy taken in
conjunction with the fact that special demands have been made
upon you in connexion with the bazaar that was so successfully
carried out in the summer, and also the subscription of”£ oo
which had been outstanding on previous accounts. Such a
willing response to the demands made upon the cougregation
show that the heart of our people is right, and that the growing
needs and increasing difficulties of our work are grappled with
generously and cheerfully. It is evident to many of us that God
requires a still greater work than any we have attempted, and I
trust that we shall not disappoint Him. We hope to increase
our Sunday School accommodation and enlarge our buildings,
so as to meet the growing needs of our various societies. Sugges-
tions as to ways and means will shortly be laid before you, with
a view to enlisting your interest and support. I have no doubt
that our hopes will be fully realized without imposing any heavy
burden upon our shoulders, provided all the members of our
congregation do their part.

The motto with which we commenced the year—* Have
faith in God "—commits us to a progressive ];]-r]it'_‘.". We cannaot
hold back in any way in which our Master seems to be leading
us, We have had many difficulties, many checks, not a few

disappointments, but they have only served to emphasise the
gracious truth that ** He 1s faithful that hath promised.” There
is a large margin left tor faith. Let us therefore thank God and
take courage.

Manv of you have had a heavy strain placed upon your
faith in the sorrows and losses that have befallen you. The year
that has just closed has been exacting in that respect; but
we have prayed that your faith might not fail. Has not God
answered that prayer?

Some of you have heard God’s voice, asking for the dedica-
tion of your love and gifts to His service. Why have you not
responded? We have been watching for you ; we long to receive
vou into His fellowship. 5Some of you have grown cold in His
love, callous in His service. Why? When has He forgotten
you, or ceased to care for you?

Let the last year of the century be a year of fresh dedication
and reconsecration : a year of joyful, happy work in our Lord’s
service. Then it will be well with the Church, the home, and
the individual.

Report, 1898.

The event in the history of our Church during the past year
that stands out clearly above all other matters is the Bazaar,
held in May last. A working party was organized in 1897, and
owing to its regularity and activity, strong hn]: s were raised as
to the |m--\ﬂu1hn of holding a »-mu:«.dul Bazaar. On February
16th, 1393 a Committee was appointed to carry out this purpose.
It was decided to hold the Bazaar on May 17th, 18th, and 19th,
at Oaklands. An elegant temporary room was erected on the
eastern side of the Church and brilliantly illuminated by elec-
tricity. This room with the Vestry and Hall, gave sufficient
accommodation for all the varied attractions d letermined upon.
In answer to the appeals for help a very large and hearty res-
ponse had been made and the stalls were packed with a multi-
farious and atiuractive selection of goods. Many entertainments
were provided, and so successful were the pmnnhnwa that the
Bazaar was continued for an extra evening. The result was a
nett balance of £250 and a valuable surplus of goods remained
with which a successful Christmas Sale was 1.L.ll1_. realizing the
further sum of #£20 185 4d. The Ladies’ Working Party, the
Stallholders, the ]-'n[rrmi|11m.-nt providers and helpers, and the
Committee generally, are again accorded the hearty thanks of the
Church for the Lulnnrcih]n; and successful carrying out of this
Bazaar and Sale of Work.

Vour Committee recommended the Church to apply the
4250 raised by the Bazaar to reducing the heavy mortgage.
This was agreed to and Albert Spicer, Esq., M.P., generously
added £25 to this amount conditionally upon our raising the

total to i:‘qco, which we were enabled to do by the kindness of

our old friend, Mr. Jno. Unite, who contributed the remaining
£25. Thus our mortgage is now £ 300 less than it was at the
beginning of the year.

Contributions have been regularly made by a few of our
members to the Building Fund, which now amounts to
£201 135. 11d. The Sunday Sc hool (Teachers and Scholars)
has mu.f::! 463 os. 3d. of this fund.

i

To meet the demand made by many of our people for
Sunday School accommodation, an Auxiliary School was com-
menced at Oaklands in May. This has amply justified its
existence, and the parent school at Starch Green has not
materially suffered through its formation.

Both our Bible Classes have had a change of leadership.
Through rem mn] from the district Mr. Spears was obliged to
resign, and with reluctance his resignation was accepte :d ; his
place is taken by Mr. Horton. Mrs. Adams also was obliged
to resign her leadership of the Young Women's Class, and she
has been succeeded by Mrs. Morton.

Our Bands of Hope have been somewhat re-modelled as
Temperance Societies, and shew vigorous life, especially the
Junior Section.

The Literary Society carried through most successfully a
capital programme of Lectures and Entertainments.

The difficulties met with in organizing the new Sunday
School, carrying on our Bible Classes, and so arrangi ing all the
other meetings in our limited accommodation, called very loudly
for consideration. Your Committee were fully alive to this call
and every effort has been made to meet this need. A Sub-Com-
mittee was dp]mmtui to obtain }||=L 1s, &c., and on January gth
they met, and after considering the plans sent in recommended
the Ch 1|.|lL Committee to finally choose between two sets. This
was done, and their recommendations were brought belore the
Church Members at a Special Meeting and ;u]nl:-.i.t'.. It is matter
for congratulation that the selected Architect proved to be Mr. J.
Beart Foss, son of our esteemed Treasurer.

At our Annual Church Meeting held in February, 1898,
Mr. F. J. Unite, who for seven years had been Treasurer,
resigned his post. Very regretfully did the Church accept this
ionation and Mr. Foss was elected to succeed him. As a
slight mark of appreciation of the valuable services Mr. Unite
had rendered to the Church, a handsome drawing room clock
was presented to him at the Annual Social Meeting held on
February z4th. A beautiful set of dish covers was also presented
to Mr. Morton who had been Secretary of the Church for a
similar period.




On November 13th the Anniversary of the Church and of
the Pastor's settlement was held. The day was opened and
closed by devotional meetings. The morning service was con-
ducted by the Rev. John Park, of Wandsworth, and the evening
service by Mr. Adams. A public meeting was held on the fol-
lowing Thursday, when the chair was taken by Henry ]J.
Glanville, Esq. (Hampstead), and useful and encouraging
addresses were given by the Chairman and the Revs. W.
Herwood Allen (Kentish Town), Frederick Hastings (Chelsea),
D). M. Jenkins (Shepherds Bush), A. R. Shrewsbury (Hammer-
smith), and our Pastor.

Our Members Roll numbers 218. At the commencement
of the year we had 236. We have received 10 new members, 13
have been transferred to other churches, 15 have allowed their
membership to lapse, while we have lost by death Mrs. Mathews
and Mr. Bonner.

The work of the Church has been carried on steadily, and
though other matters may have secured more pressing notice,
yet many signs are visible of the continued activity in things
spiritual.

Our much loved pastor completed his seventh year of work
with us in November. Many of us can look back over this
period with thankful hearts at the continued prosperity of our
Church, and though there have been many difficulties to be
encountered—some troubles to be met—serious struggles to be
made—yet through all and over all the Blessing of Our
Heavenly Father, which maketh rich, has been abundantly
manifested. QOur Church has been greatly increased and im-
proved since 1891, and we may confidently look forward with
hope and great expectation, for * Hitherto hath the Lord helped
us” and He will bless us more bountifully still—if e are
faithful.

To meet their
often expressed wishes, an auxiliary school was opened there on
May 1st, and there are now 100 names on the books with an
average attendance of about 7o. The parent school has not
11’]¢lt[r|l1”‘. suffered by this step, as there are over 300 on the
books with an average of about 250, but there is a growing feel-
ing that the time is come for the amalgamation at Oaklands of
t]':i_ two schools.

Many of the scholars and teachers nobly keep up their con-
tributions to the Building Fund, subscribing during 1897 & 98
£63 os. 3d., and doubtless many others will assist when they see
the new buildings in progress.

The Bible Classes have met regularly. Mr. Horton now
leads the Young Men's Class, as Mr. Spears was oblige ] to re-
sign on account of remov: al from the l.1|*-'|.]'1¢[ Mrs. Adams also

n-1cr1m' her position as leader of the Young Women's Class,

because of ill-health, and Mrs. Morton was appointed in her place.

That the Committee have power to admit as an Associate, if
approved of after enquiry, any young man of good moral
character who expresses his adherence to the principles and
objects of the Association, and is recommended by a Member or
Assaociate, or by the Pastor whose Church he attends ; and such
Associate shall have all the privileges of a Member, but shall be
ineligible as an office-bearer or Member of Committee, and shall
not vote at any Business Meeting of the Association until he has
been admitted as a Member.
