I must write my monthly letter very hurriedly this Monday morning (September
28th), I have so many pressing engagements before me. I had a splendid day's labour for
the Lord yesterday, commencing with early Communion, at which there was a considerable
numher of Qommunicants, I then preached at the morning service at St. Paul’s, Brixton,
to about 1,000 persons, and in the evening to at least 1,500, and in the afterncon visited my
two Sunday Schools and Bible Olasses, giving a brief address in each. Our winter campaign
hag commenced very actively and cheerily, and you will see by the list of Special Meetings
arranged for the month what an interesting variety I have been enabled to obtain, I only
hope that my people, especially the younger part, will have the good taste to appreciate and
support the strenuous and continuous efforts made for their mental and spiritual improve-
ment.  If they do not, let me tell them it will be their loss, If they do not want the real
Gospel, and if parental influence ig wanting—as I am painfully aware it is in VEry many
eases—then my Church certainly is not the place for them., For those who oaly seek amuse-
ment on the Lord’s Day, and who are ignorant of the spirit of true Christianity, I do not
wonder that St. Andrew’s has no charm ; but for those who wish to live & holier and noble
life, grow in God’s grace and in the knowledge of Jesus, to become useful members of a
religious community, and become fitted for a glorious future, both on earth and in heaven,
I dare to say no church around can offer better, brighter or more truly Secriptural advantges,
But, of course, I well know the difliculties, dangers and temptations to which our people—
especially the young—are exposed, and I can truly say that I earnestly and frequently wrestla
In prayer to God for them, I wish ever to bear in mind and carry into practice the Apostle’s
words in Romans, ¢. x,, v. 1. I know but teo well the criminal neglect of parents
with regard to the training of their children. There is a great difficulty in the limited space
of many homes, but more might be done than is done in keeping them from the streets, and
in t:nfnrcin__q attendance at the sunday Schools and Church. The curse of dronkenness is
answerable for very much of this parental neglect and consequent child-ruin, but no little is
also the result of either the cummin-;':ing of classes at the Board Schools or the teaching, There
18 a spirit of defiance, of lawlessness, of positive impudence and mischief which was almost, if
not guite, unknown only a few years sinee, There seems not an iota of respect for age or
position unless where some direct benefit is expected, and then there is the disgusting cowering
of the slave. But I can but thus merely refer in passing to what cannot be denied as the
actual existing state of things generally, and go back to my chief sabject—my own young
people. And I must warn them against the danger to which they expose themselves, They
are naturally ignorant of the monstrosities of Popery, which is not worthy of being called a
religion, but a political engine built up and worked with consummate skill ; or if allowed a
religious character, it is not a religion of Christ, but of Mary and the Pope. The one termed
the Queen of heaven and the other the infallible vice-regent of God on earth, And if we
may believe what I am told is an uncontradicted printed statement madein a Clapham paper,
and which was brought :0 me, we have a nursery for the propagation of this anti-Christian
system near us, from whence hundreds of persons and many clergymen and other officials
have been trained for and lapsed into that heretical Church, with its awful history of blood-
shed and tyranny, I have recently been informed, on what wonld seem to be fair authority,
that persons have been received with a positive understanding that after a certain period
they were to enter the Roman Communion ; but this seems too monstrous to believe, because
were 1t possible those who are at the head of such a professed Church of England must be
really Jesuits and in their pay. No, I cannot think all this to be true, but that by a pander-
Ing to the evils of the unrénewed heart by vile caricatuires of our Blessed Lord’s sufferings
in the so-called Pagsion plays, by tolerating—in many cases encouraging and practising—




Sabbath desecration by turning the Houses of Giod into concert halls, by ignoring the preaching
of the Gospel, and holding forth the false teachings of the Qonfessional and priestly power
multitudes are drawn away to the disintegration of society and their own soul-ruin. But
to turn to something more pleasant, if not so important, I would speak of the very pleasant
excursion which our Bands of Hope made to Petersham Park on the 15th of last month,
A very happy day was passed Amusements of various kinds went on in the Park, whilst
other parties were enjoying the beauties of the Thames in boats, A thorough good tea, with
all its usual accompaniments, was then thoroughly enjoyed, and the return journey by road
and rail safely accomplished. You will have missed me from m y pulpit a great deal lately.
I could not resist the pressing call for aid of a neighbouring highly-esteemed brother, seeing
bim on a sick bed about to undergo a surgical operation, and knowing that through peculiar
circumstances he was losing a valued and experienced curate, who otherwise conld have
taken charge: I could not refuse his urgent yet singular appeal, made nearly as follows :—
“I know if a man needs aid he must find out a hard-working busy man ; such an one is
always ready to help. It is those who have nothing to do who can never do anything, Now you
gee how I am, and ;you know my parish with its enormous Ohurch, congregation, &¢, You
must look over it and direct in all necessary matters for a few weeks till I recover, &e.” So
because my 11,000 was not enough, I have 11,000 more for the present to supervise, This
certainly is a strain, but I don't find it a burden—my friend’s parish is so admirably
organised. Still, I shall be thankful to be in my own pulpit again with tolerable regularity,
although some of you may be pleased to know that from all quarters of the Metropolis and
many places in the country I am constantly receiving invitations to preach, I must close
with a reference to the meeting at which I presided on Friday evening, September 25th, at
St. Paul's—viz,, a Missionary Farewell on the occasion of a gentleman recently ordained, and
who had been a scholar and teacher for many years in the Sunday School, being about to
proceed to Africa, A deputation from the Qhurch Missionary Society was present, also a
returned Missionary and a lady about to go to Egypt, and who is the daughter of the Rev.
E. Ellis, with whom I worked many years ago in Ireland in connection with the Irish
Ohurch Missions. The hall in which the meeting was heid seats over 1,000, and it was well
filled. God bless all Missionary efforts and stir you up to take increasing interest in the
blessed work. The Harvest Festival on September 30th will have been held before this
reaches you, and I hope to find you have thrown heart into it, and by your contributions of
various things have enabled me to benefit the poor, And now this long letter must be
brought to a close by urging you te attend the various Special Meetings described under their
proper headings, and by doing all in your power to hold up my hands and to promote the
glory of God and the prosperity of spiritual work in your own Church and Parish,

DecEMBER 1st, 1891,
My DeArR PARISHIONERS,

One can scarcely resist a feeling of melancholy when the thought of the fading
year flits across the mind, Now about speedily to enter on its last month, how rapidly has
it passed ! To those of us who are living active lives, it seems to have commenced but as
yesterday, and yet no one can reckon up aceurately the innumerable mercies received from
our Heavenly Father. True, there have bren many sorrows—these soul-purifiers when
rightly accepted and prayed over ; but yet we all can and should say, * Mercy has outweighed
them all. A loving Father has governed with perfect wisdom, piloting us enwards o'er
Life’s stormy ocean, providing for our necessities, quickening and strengthening our souls
with spiritnal power, and enabling us to utter the cry of one of old—¢ The living, the living,
he shall praise Thee as I do this day, the father to the children shall make known Thy
truth. "—Js, xxxviii,, 19. 1 do earnestly and prayerfully hope there has been spiritual growth
in many, and that the past year has not been an ever-accumulating period of soul-neglect
and a consequent heaping up of wrath against the day of wrath, See Rom. ii, 4, 5, and
Job xxxvi, 13. But I will not pursne this train of thought further now, as I hope to
enter more fully into such subjects in my annual address and in the closing sermons of the
present year and opening ones of a new year, Iot us then take, as usual, a retrospective
glance at the past month, with probably some anticipatory remarks on the one we are now
entering on, I am thankful we have had some little share in the grand movement of the
dear old Church Missionary Society, by which they are seeking to stir up the hearts of the
young men of the Metropolis to increasing interest in mission work, both at home and
abroad, The organisation is both gigantic and very complete. It is more immediately
under the auspices of the Lay Workers' Union, and an immense number of - meetings have
been held, addresses delivered, sermons preached and Missionary Meetings held in every
distriet of this ‘* larger London,” It was my privilege to address a very considerabla number
of young men and othera at Erith on one of theso occasions, and it led to the formation of a
large branch association, and to a very considerable circulation of mission literature. How
I should like to lay before you some of the argnments I used, and which enlisted the utmost
enthusiasm of the hearers. You who attended must have been gratified at the excellent
address we had at the Mission Hall from a deputation of the 0. M. 8, Iay Workers’ Union,
and I anticipate an equally effective one on Sunday afternoon next, Nor must we omil the
splendid Missionary Meeting at 8t. George's School-rooms, The graphic statements of the
missionary from India evidently touched all our hearts. Thank God for this revived iaterest
in the gloricus work of the world’s conversion to Christ ; it shows the nearness, I think, of
His coming, for *° All nations shall call Him blessed, all the earth shall be flled with His
glory. Amen,”"—Ps, lxxii., 19; see also Matt. xxiv., 14, I was thankful at the tolerably
good attendance at the sermons for the 0. E. T. 8, but I heartily wish we were doing more
for the great and good cause. Iam glad to have been able to arrange to go to Colchester
and its neighbourhood for a few days as deputation for the Irish Ohurch Missions. I preached
in three churches and spoke at three public meetings, and was thankful at the deep interest
evidently taken in the good work of the Society. Popery has ever been the great enemy
of man and God ; but its subtlety of working and Siren-like fascinating power is in many
places eating vut all spirituality of life and worship, and ruining countless numbers of our
young people. 1t is permitted to go on and szerved to punish sin and apostacy, but it will he
destroyed by *The brightuess of His coming.” See 2nd TAess. ii., 8, There are many
other subjects I should like to speak to you about, but the cost of space forbids me. Would
you make a litile more sacrifice and come out to the meetings, I am sure you would be
amply repaid, not only by information given but the improvement of many minds, the
acquiring tone of mind that some of you appear to have, and as an incentive to bigher and
holier living, I must, however, just name one or two more matters of interest to us. The
printed iuvitation to a sccial gathering of our young people in the Mission Hall attracted a




large number, and I am informed by the Hon. Secretary that a very happy evening was the
result. I hope that at least one or two may be arranged. Whilst I believe that Sunday
musical performances, hardly distinguishable from secular concerts, are highly displeasing to
God and calculated to injure the souls of all who attend, rational amusement and social
gatherings on the other days of the week are both necessary and healthful, and in every way
deserving the support of all. I earnestly counsel my young people to bear in mind the
opportunities and advantages they have in the splendid free libraries so near to us, and
improve their minds and tastes by always having a book —historical, biographical, or on
gome other sound and useful subject—in hand in their leisure hour. And now wishing you
all & very Happy Christmas, and praying you may largely realise the spiritual blessings
connected with it.

Once more the Church's year has run its
course.
