Sessional Review.

e f— e

HE Session welcome this annual opportunity of meeting
T the Congregation and of laying before them a review
of the work done, and in doing so they ask the Congregation
to join them in thanking the Great Head of the Church for
the many blessings, material and spiritual, which He has
vouchsafed to us as a Congregation during the past year.

As in previous years, the usual summary of the reports
on the work done by the various agencies will be found on
pages 5 to 7 ; but the Session do not forget that the C hthu an]
r{*l]r*mn is interested more in character than tht]*—;Lu 5, and|
it is therefore necessary to look behind these figures if wel
would realize what they represent of personal progress in thg
higher life, what of loving and devoted service, and what of
generous and self-sacrificing giving.

During the year the National Council of the Evangelical
Free Churches unanimously elected Dr. Gibson as their
President, and it is the hope of the Session that, under
the guidance of God, the Council may be a means of
drawing together the evangelical branches of our Lord's
Church in bonds of brotherly love and co-operation for
the advancement of His kingdom on earth. A series of
meetings, arranged by the local Council in co-operation with
the neighbouring Baptist, Congregational, and Wesleyan
Churches, was held in our Church during October, and it was !

2
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a joy to many to be present at the solemn united Communion
Service with which the Mission opened.

The oversight of so large a Congregation as ours, with
its numerous agencies, is indeed a heavy burden, and it is
therefore with feelings of special thankfulness to God that
we remember how He has enabled Dr. Gibson to carry on
his work amongst us in full health and vigour, and at the
same time to discharge the arduous duties devolving on him
as President of the Free Church Council.

The Rev. J. A. Drysdale left us in the early part of the
year, and our best wishes go with him; we will follow his
career with affectionate interest, and our prayer is that to
whatever sphere of work he may be called, he may have
the joy which comes with true service for the Master.
Mr. Drysdale’s place as Assistant was filled by the
Rev. J. Hope Scott, to whom the Session have extended
a most cordial welcome.

Membership, Mariborough Flace.—The roll of members has,
as usual, been strictly revised, and at the end of the year the
membership stood at 865, as compared with 854 last year.

A large number of the young men in the Congregation
still hold back from taking their places on the Lord’s side;
and when we recall that it was among the young men that
the Master found His first Disciples and His most loyal and
devoted followers, it is disappointing that a greater number
amongst us have not recognized the call to follow Him, and
to take their share in the work of advancing His kingdom
on earth. May we suggest that this matter be made a
subject of special prayer, in the hope that during 1898 many
may be led to give themselves heartily to the Lord.

Kilburn.—The membership now numbers 149,against 116
at the end of last year, showing a most gratifying increase.

Sabbath Services.—These continue to be well attended,
although the attendance at the evening servizes leaves much
to be desired.

Dr. Gibson has delivered several able courses of lectures |
in the hope of attracting those in the district who do not :
attend any place of worship, and the * Welcome Committea"
have most helpfully seconded his eftorts in this direction; §
these efforts, however, have met with only partial success, '
and we believe the question of reaching those outside the |

Church will only be effectively dealt with when all members |

realize more fully their personal responsibility to the Master |

Himself for the welfare of their brethren outside.

Wednesday Evening Service.—The quiet hour in the midst
of the week's work is not the least helpful of our many
services, and those who have recently joined us may be glad
to avail themselves of this meeting, not only as a most
helpful means of grace, but as affording an opportunity of
meeting Christian friends who will gladly introduce them
to those in charge of the various departments of our Church
work.

Church Sabbath School.—The School is intended for the
children of our own Congregation. Mr. W. L. Galbraith
was recently elected Superintendent, and it is hoped that he
may in the near future be encouraged by finding a large
increase in the numbers attending.

In addition to the classes which meet in the Church g
Lecture Hall, district classes are conducted by Mrs.
Joseph Whitehorn at 74 Canfield Gardens, and by Mrs. :
Arthur at * Linnburn,” 158 Willesden Lane, and parents |
who find difficulty in arranging to send their children to the !
Church School are urged to send them to one or other of
these district classes. The school has lost the services of
Miss Janey Hume, who has been connected with it as
scholar and teacher since its opening.

Litevary Society.—Looking to the large number of young
people in the Congregation, this Society should bea large and
helpful one, and all are urged to connect themselves with it.
“The programme of lectures and debates arranged for is most
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attractive, and those who have failed to join are depriving
themselves of a most valuable aid to the formation of
character, and to the cultivation of a method of giving
expression to their thoughts and opinions with clearness
and ease.

Service of Song.—Praise occupied a large place in the
service of the Sanctuary under the old Jewish ritual, and in
our approach to God in His House there is no spirit more
fitting than that of Praise and Adovation. In these days, too,
when so much attention is paid to the musical education
of our young people, it behoves the Church to take every
opportunity to interest the young in the service of song, so
that the very best of every talent may be discovered and
consecrated to the worship of our Lord. The cordial thanks
of the Congregation are due to Mr. Edwards and the Choir
for their untiring efforts in this direction, and the Session
hope that all members who can assist in this part of the
service will feel it a duty to send their names to Mr. Edwards.

Christian Endeavour Society.—This Society’s meetings—
best described as the “Young People's Prayer Meetings”
—were maintained throughout the year, including the
summer months, and continue to be well attended, In
addition to the varied programme of work, the Society have
undertaken the arrangements for the Guild of Ministering
Children, in connection with which over fifty children in the
Congregation have agreed to write to a child in Kilburn, of
similar age and sex, and to remember them in a kindly way
at Christmas and other times. It is hoped that the interest
in the poor little ones, thus awakened, may hereafter lead to
increased interest being taken in the great problem of how to
bridge the distance between the poor and their more
fortunate brethren.

It 15 impossible to give details of the numerous agencies
carried on by the Congregation, but a reference to pages 5to7
will show that there is work provided for all who truly desire
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to serve The Master ; and none, therefore, need stand outside
the church life, under the impression that there is no work
for which they are suited.
In addition to our Congregational work we also carry on
a varied Mission work :

At Granville Road, Kilburn, where the Rev. S. P. Hodgson
1sin charge. The report of the Sub-Committee (which will be
found on page 20) gives full information as to the work
carried on there, and it is only necessary to ask the Con-
gregation to continue to pray that this important work may
be blessed abundantly.

At Cricklewood.—The various Mission Agencies have
been carried on during the year without break or interruption,
and the attendances at the Sabbath evening services have
steadily increased.

At Portland Town.—Mr. C. Hendrick superintends the
Mission carried on here, and he reports that the usual
mission agencies have all been in vigorous operation and
done good work. Teachers for the Sabbath School are
always welcome, and any members living in the neighbour-
hood may there find a convenient and suitable sphere of
work. The Committee of this Congregation have, as
previously, contributed £25 towards the expenses of the
Mission, while our Christian Endeavour Society have given
a donation of £'5 towards the expenses of the Sabbath School
summer excursion.

St. Andrew's, Kilburn.—As mentioned in last vear's
review, the Session have now no responsibility in regard to
St. Andrew’s, but they learn with interest that the member-

ship there continues to grow, and is now about 150.

Clanges.—T he Session have received a welcome accession
of strength by the election to the eldership of Messrs. James
Hamilton, A. M. Paterson, W. Wallace, Joseph H. White-
horn, and C. M. Wither, and bespeak for these new office-
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bearers the usual kindly reception when they visit in the
districts allotted to them.

The Session cannot close this review without referring to
two events of much interest to them and the Congregation,
viz., the Golden Wedding of Sir George and Lady Bruce,
and the death of Mrs. Galbraith, whose bright and kindly
presence in our midst we so sadly miss.

The Session feel sure that the Congregation will welcome
this opportunity of endorsing the following resolutions, which
they have already recorded in their Minutes.

Extract from Minutes 2gth March, 18g7:

Golden Wedding Address to Siv George B, Brice.

The Session of St. John's Wood Presbyterian Church, London,
desires to tender to Lady Broce and yourself its heartiest congratulations
on the oceasion of your Golden Wedding.

The Session rejoices that this most interesting event affords an op-
portunity of expressing the deep debt of gratitude which it owes to you
for the warm and unflagging interest you have taken in the welfare of the
Congregation since you were ordained one of its Elders forty years ago.
To your wise counsels and christian courtesy, under the good Providence
of God, no small share of the prosperity of the Congregation is due.

The Session feels honoured in numbering among its members one
whose whole life has been devoted to the interests of the kingdom of our
Lord Jesus Christ, and to whose great liberality and abundant labours in
the L'.'I:UH{! of Church Extension the E’1'4::—:11}'tn:ri;|11 Church of England is so
deeply indebted.

pleased long to continue to us the service which has been so froitful of
blessing to the Congregation and the Church.

Extract from Minutes, 2gth November, 1897 :
Death of Mvs. Galbraith.

The Session hears with great sorrow of the loss which this Church
bas sustained by the death, on the 17th inst., of Mrs. Galbraith, wife of
their much-esteemed and highly valued colleague, Mr. W. R. Galbraith,
and resolves that expression be given to their sense of this loss in the
Minutes.

Full of good works, Mrs. Galbraith took the deepest interest in all
that concerned the Church. Much of her time was given to the work
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carried on in the Mission district of Kilburn among the sick and sorrowing
poor, and there, as well as here, many, while mourning her loss, will be
stimulated by her example to follow in her steps, and to do what they can
to continue the good work which she had so much at heart

Conclusion.—The Session, as such, take no control of the

Finances, but it is with thankfulness to God that they learn of

the continued interest taken by the Congregation in the work
of the Lord's Kingdom, as expressed by the large amount
contributed during the year.

It is somewhat disappointing, however, to find that we
have not yet reached the £5,000 which we aimed at as our
contribution to the Church Building and Debt Extinction
Fund. Many have subscribed generously to the fund, but if
every member who has not yet contributed would give some-
thing, as the Lord has prospered him, there should be little
difficulty in obtaining during the next four years the remain-

ing £1,000.

The Session close this Review with the text given
by our beloved Minister as an ** Ideal for 1898,” and join in

Report of the Congreqational

Commiffee, 1897.
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HE Committee submit their Report for the year
with a sense of deep gratitude and a fervent spirit of
thanksgiving for God's continued goodness and mercy
bestowed on all the branches of the work done here in His
name.
It is noted with satisfaction that a ready support has been
given to the various schemes brought before the Congregation.
A year ago (18g6) your Committee congratulated the
Congregation on a revenue unsurpassed in the annals of
St. John’s Wood. During that year subscriptions to the
Synod’s Church Building Fund, amounting to over £1,900,
were collected; also subscriptions for the Building Fund of
St. Andrew’s, West Kilburn, were raised. These special
contributions more than explain why the receipts for 1397
fall short of those of 1896 by £868 3s. 8d.
The total amount received from all sources in 18g7
was
It is satisfactory to find a slight gain in the pew rents
over last year, but the total is still £60 below the maximum
attainable. This is chiefly due to a number of sittings in the
galleries having been vacated by families who have left the
neighbourhoaod.

L

Our energetic Superintendent of Sittings has more apphca-
tions for the body of the Church than he can fill ; and new
that the lighting and ventilation upstairs have been so greatly
improved by the introduction of the electric light, all hesita-
tion to take seats in the galleries must have been removed.
To have these gallery sittings occupied would add to the
revenue of the Church, which is entirely dependent upon the
pew-rents and the weekly collections for its current expenses;
it would also assist the Members of the Welcome Com-
mittee on duty downstairs, who sometimes have difhiculty in

finding seats for the strangers.

The Weekly Collections show an increase of £32 3s., the
total amount received from this source being £1,06g gs.
This again has made possible a small grant to the Evange-
listic Effort and Church Aid Committee.

The Collections for Special Purposes also show an increase,
these aggrepating £657 12s. gd., or £186 125. 7d. more
than in 18g6.

[t is under the heading of Subscriptions that the difference
between the total receipts in 18g6 and 1897 is noticeable ;
they aggregate £5,660 os. gd. in 18g7, a decrease of
£1,212 19s. 9d. as compared with the previous year's total.
This, however, as already explained, is due to special con-
tributions gathered in 18g6.

It is with much gratification we note that the Sustentation
Fund shows an increase of £25 1s., reaching the hitherto
unattained sum of £681 13s. of aid contributed.

The Subscriptions to Home Missions are also slightly in excess
—4£409 10s. 6d. against £386 13s. 6d., being a gain of
£L22 17s. d

Foreign Missions fall short by only £1 118., the total being

-£445 7s. 6d.

It should be especially mentioned that, in additien to
again supporting a Mission Station in the Canadian North-

3
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West, a sufficient sum was raised to build a new Church,
which will be named in some way after this Congregation.

In the name of the Congregation we heartily thank the
Lady Collectors, and those ladies and gentlemen who have
served as Treasurers of the various funds, for the zeal and
energy they have displayed in their work ; also the Welcome
Committee for their unremitting labours.

In the Kilburn Mission account the subscriptions have
decreased to the extent of £5 6s., but the expenditure has
been so much less that the deficit of £61 11s. 1d. which
stood against this account at the beginning of the year has
been reduced to £4 2s. 3d.

There is cause for regret that the weekly collections at the
Hall in Kilburn, which decreased during 1896, owing to the
large percentage of the congregation following Mr. Darroch
to St. Andrew’s, show a still further reduction in 18¢7. We
fully expect better results next year.

Toward the Synod's Church Building Fund there was paid
this year £571 13s. 6d., making in all £2,807 1s. 6d. paid
out of the £4,059 2s. 10d. promised. The desired aim is to
contribute £5,000. We would earnestly commend the
balance of nearly £71,000, still unsubscribed, to the generous
consideration of the Congregation.

Among the various items of expenditure there are only a
few worthy of special comment.

The amount paid for organ repairs— £r121—is, perhaps,

the most unusual, but this is an item that will not occur again
for some years.

The improved lighting of the Church by the installation
of electricity during this year is doubtless appreciated by
each member of the Congregation. Your Committee did not
feel warranted in having more than the Church itself fitted,
but through the generosity of Lady Lewis they were enabled
to extend the improvement to the Lecture Hall, Vestries, and
adjoining rooms as well,
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The legacy of £100 left by Mr. Alexander Turnbull has
been credited to the Church Maintenance Fund, to make good
the £100 transferred to Congregational Account in 18g6.

These few details of some of the salient features of the
year's review may end with a brief summary. Total
receipts, £8,705 148. 4d. ; current expenses of the Congrega-
tion, £2,268 4s. 11d.; in furthering Christ’s Kingdom else-
where, £6,350 14s. od.; leaving a surplus of income over
expenditure, £86 15s. 5d.

May God bless all that these figures represent ; and let us
remember what Faith has accomplished and what Prayer
will do:—**And they took up of the fragm:mis that remained
twelve baskets full.”

@IIRING the year 1897 the Mission Work at Kilburn

a cause of thankfulness to our Heavenly Father that
all the agencies for assisting in the material, as well as the
spiritual, welfare of our friends at Kilburn continue to make
good progress, and that the evidences of God's blessing
are manifold.

The Rev. S. P. Hodgson has now been settled at Kilburn
for nearly two years, and has gained the affectionate regard
of both workers and members.

With regard to his work during the past year, Mr.
Hodgson writes as follows :—

“ The year has been marked by distinct progress. The
membership has increased, and the attendance at our Sunday
Evening Services is considerably improved : we have more
men, and have been compelled to limit the attendance
of children.

“We thank God for every sign that the Holy Spirit is
still graciously working amongst us, not a few having been
brought to a saving knowledge of Christ.”
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Miss Butler's Mothers’ Meeting calls for special attention. .
The membership amounts to the large number of 458, |
including eight old members who are at liberty to aucnd;
when they feel able to do so.

While steadily pursuing the purpose year by year for
which the Mothers’ Meeting was originally started some
twenty-five years ago, Miss Butler, and those who are associ-
ated with her in this work, are constantly endeavouring to do
something to assist the members to help themselves; and
in this way, in the years gone by, various benefit club$
have been started, and are still successfully carried on.
This year another society has been established to enable
the mothers or their children to obtain work, and this
society keeps a register of those desiring employment as
charwomen, caretakers, or helps of any kind. While thus
endeavouring in many ways to aid the temporal welfare of
the members, the great aim of the Mothers’ Meeting is the
publishing of the Gospel of Jesus Christ.

Your Committee are glad to be able to report some
improvement in the number of teachers at the Sunday
School, but the superintendents are still anxious to receive
the names of any who could spare an hour on Sunday
afternoons to become regular teachers, or who would act as
occasional teachers in cases of emergency. The result of
the Sunday School work becomes more apparent every year.
Many of the scholars, as they grow up, continue their con-
nection with the Mission, either by joining Miss Butler's
Mothers’ Meeting, or by engaging in some other branch
of the work, and so the influence for good, begun early,
continues on throughout the'r lives.

A slight increase in the number of scholars has taken
place, but there is still room for one or two additional

classes if teachers were forthcoming.

In the month of Movember, under the superintendence
of Mr. W. G. Lambert, of the Science Department of the
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South Kensington Museum, an experimental series of classes
was started for the purpose of getting hold of and retaining,
under the influence of the Mission, some of the young men
and bigger boys, and young women, who are inclined to
wander away when they become too old for attendance at
the Sunday School.

The result has, on the whole, been satisfactory, the
Geography, Ambulance, and Cookery Classes having been
well attended and much appreciated.

It is impossible for your Committee in a short report
to describe all the work carried on by the various agencies,
clubs, and societies in connection with the Kilburn Mission,

and they can only name some of the more important, such
as :(—The Girls’ Club, with its sixty-four members, and four |
meetings a week ; the Penny Bank, with nearly one thousand |

il

depositors ; the Gospel Temperance Society; the Band of

Hope; and the Men's Benefit Club, with a membership |

of 325.

These and many other societies (particulars of which are
given 1n the appendix) have done, and are doing, great good
in Kilburn; and it is impossible to speak too highly of the
love and devotion of the whole band of workers, without

whose aid the Mission could not be carried on.

The year 1897 has been clouded at its close by the sudden
death of our dear friend Mrs. Galbraith, One sad page of
the Kilburn Minute Book bears the following record :—-

“ Since the last meeting of this Kilburn Committee,
our Heavenly Father has taken from us our dearly
loved friend Mrs. Galbraith, and this Committee desires
to record the great loss that the Kilburn Mission, its
members, and the workers connected therewith have
sustained by the removal of one who was ever foremost
in every good work and kindly action. She had endeared
herself to all, and many a home in Kilburn will long
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mourn the loss of the gracious and loving lady who lived
so much for them and among them."”

Your Committee—and, if it were possible, many of our
Kilburn: friends—would heartily thank those members of the
congregation whose support and interest in 1897, as in many
past years, has been unflagging, and who have shown their
interest to be a real one, either by personal service or by
their monetary contributions.

* Dur Tuesday Prayer and Praise Meeting for men and women has been
well attended all through the year. Once a moath we hold our Missionary
Meeting : for friends in Kilburn take a very real interest in Mission work
One of our helpers takes charge of a Missionary Dorcas Society, where
garments are cut out and made by mothers who can give a little work
better than money. These garments are sold, and in this way £6 53 6d
was raised to help on our Mission work. Altogether this year £17 125,
has been given by our people in Kilburn, an increase of {2 7s. on the
amount contributed last year. Most of the money is sent for the support
and education of five Chinese children. Since we first held our Missionary
Meetings and commenced the fund (just seven years ago), we have raised

Demonstration and practice lessons are given on alternate Wednesdays,
the girls preparing at the practice class the dishes demonstrated to them
at the previous meeting.

The average attendances at the other classes are as follows:—
Geography, 13; Boys' Arithmetic, 12; Gymnpastic Drill (young men), 10 ;
Men's Arithmetic, 7

All the classes are free, and open only to members of the various clubs
existing at the Mission Hall. This latter restriction limits the usefulness
of the classes to a certain extent, but it was considered adwvisable, as the
work this year was more or less of an experimental character.

Speaking generally, the attendance and progress made are satisfactory.
It is always difficult to inspire those who have had little education with a
desire to acquire more. Any subject which appeals to the eye—for
example, Ambulance or Cookery—is sure of a much wider acceptance than
a subject which ecan only be dealt with theoretically. This principle
underlies the success achieved by the Continental method of kindergarten,
which has only comparatively recently been introduced into England.
A student may unconscicusly acquire knowledge, even against his
inclination, if the principle of object lessons be adopted Before a
student joins a class, such as one in Arithmetic, he must start with a
desire to learn, and therein lies the reason for the unpopularity and
irregular attendances at such classes

The Cbhavity Committee.

The Charity Committee has nothing of special interest to report. It

s carried on its work on the same lines as heretofore, and relief in the
form of milk, bread, and coal has been granted in cases of sickness or
distress owing to want of work.

The ladies who conduct the Mothers’ Meeting
have been much encouraged in their work, the
attendance has been good, and a deeper interes:
has been shewn in spiritual things. Several have
during the year decided for Christ, and are active
members of the Mothers' Christian Endeavour
Society. Rev. Mathias Lansdown gave an
interesti ldress at the annual meeting, when the
mothers partook of a substantial tea. A very happy
day was spent at Bricket Wood in July, and at
‘Amas all those who had been attending regularly
received an article of clothing and a packet of tea.
Mrs. Willby, who has been one of the best workers,
has left us, to join Mrs. Lowvell at the Paddington
Chapel meeting, and Mrs. Vaughan has kindly
taken her place. Through the generosity of a
friend, a little needlework has been given out during
the winter months to widows and needy ones. The
ladies take this opportunity of thanking their
numerous friends for renerous gifts of clothing and

money, also for new books for the library. The
usual outing for the blind, halt and lame. through the
generosity of Miss Soutter, was marred by a very
severe thunderstorm, but all arrived home in safety,
having done justice to the liberal tea provided.
The Mothers’ payments during the year amounted
to £77 2s. 33d. The Mothers' Christian Endeavour
Society has 33 Active, 12 Associate and g Home
members. Through the Bath-chair Committee

several invalids have been able to attend the

services, and I

The Sunshine Committ 1as paid fortnightly visits
to the Marylebone Workhouse, and occasionally to
the Infirmary and Hospitals.

The Men's Meetings have been continued on the
first and third Friday evenings in the month, and
have been well sustained in numbers and interest.
There have never been less than 50 present, whilst
on special occasions, when addresses have been
given by the Revs. J. Ossian Davies, ]J. C. Carlile,
or Mathias Lansdown, the attendance has risen as
high as to 130. Even this number s 1mproved
upen at the Annual Supper given by our kind and
generous friend, Mr. John Watt, of South
Kensington. Mr. Watt's hospitality is always
lavish, as in addition to a sumptuous st
provides high-class music and an
well- known minister or clergyman. This \
the speaker was the Rev. T. Nicholson, of Bromley,
and his powerful Gospel appeal was most
attentively listened to. On ordinary evenings the
addresses are usually given by members of the
London City Mission, whose able and willing
services it is a pleasure to acknowledge : as also of
the ladies and gentlemen who have sung solos.
The meetings were not held during the three
summer months, but before the interval some sixty
of the men spent a very pleasant day together at
Bricket Wood. It is a matter for great thank-
tulness that, during the yvear some three or four of
the men have testified to a changed life, as the
result of attending these meetings.

The Sunday School is in a wvery flourishing

condition, both the attendance and behaviour

being satisfactory. The Morning School has
an average attendance of about sixty, and the
Afternoon numbers about 270. In conjunction with
this there is a Bible Class for Men ; also one for the
elder lads and another for the elder girls. In March
last the Annual Tea and Prize Distribution was
held at Paddington Chapel, the Hall not being
large enough for the purpose, when a most
admirable lecture on ¢ Oriental Customs’ was
given by Miss Jennie Street, of the Sunday School
Union. The usual Summer Excursion took place
in July, when a most enjoyable day was spent at
Pinner. The Infants had their treat a little later
on, and again at Christmas, when they enjoyed a
heavily-laden Christmas Trze. The Committee
feel very thankful for the success of this important
work, and tender their thanks to the Teachers for
their continued self-denying labours.

A most useful and valued auxiliary of the Sunday
School is the Christian Endeavour Society. The
Junior Division has an average attendance of about
sixty, whilst the Senior Society has now fifty-one
members. Every Thursday, gifts of flowers, fruit,
etc., together with a few thoughts on the weekly
topics find their way into the homes of the poor and
sick. In addition, the members have collected and
given f1z 4s. 5d. for Foreign Missionary Work., A
Mission Band has lately been started, by means of
which the Gospel is both sung and preached in
neighbouring Mission Halls. Two pews have been
rented at Paddington Chapel for the members of the
Society. Last Christmas, thirty-three families
received a parcel of groceries contributed by the
Endeavourers and their friends. The Bath-chair

)

i1s still greatly appreciated by the infirm. The
Society held its Third Anniversary on the 13th May
last, when a crowded and enthusiastic audience was
presided over by Mr. M. Holmes, and addresses
were given by the Rev. H. Elwyn Thomas, of
Newport, and the Rev. A. W. Johnson, of
Fowlmere ; concluding with a Consecration Service
led by the Rev. W. J. Avery, of Dorking, when
some twenty Societies responded to the Roll Call.

The Band of Hope has a membership of 190, and
an average attendance of 175. The Annual Tea
and Christmas Tree Festival was held on January
14th, when the 125 children who had made sufficient
number of attendances spent a most enjoyable
evening. Last March, a competition of recitations
took place, when twenty of the children were
awarded prizes. The Committee desire to thank
the many friends who have helped in this work,
amongst whom might be mentioned Mrs. Hillier,
Mr. Goff, Mr. Hartle, Mr. Thompson and the two
Missionaries,

The Mothers’ Burial Club closed the year with
2090 members. After paying away £326 10s. for
“deafhis, there remained a balance of £2,603 2s. 1d.
for distribution at the end of the year, which gave
£1 4s. to each member, leaving a balance of
£95 2s. 1d. to be carried forward.

The weekly free-will offerings have amounted to
£17 3s. 8d., being an increase of £1 os. 63d. over the
previous year,

Gifts of books for the libraries are always very
acceptable, and so, too, are letters for the Western
General Dispensary, Convalescent Homes, Surgical
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Aid Soci lety, also old clothing, blankets, coal and
bread tickets, and flowers. .xL_rm‘.‘:hiiLu for such
gifts received during the past year, very hearty
thanks are hereby given to the Revs, A. W.
Johnson and Morris, Messrs. M. P Christie,
. Hopkins, Foot, M. Holmes, Hale and Ladd,
also to Mr. Pooley, who for many years past has
devoted both his time and means unsparingly to the
furthering of the work.

The Committee have to specially thank Miss
Soutter, through whose kind instrumentality about
fﬂi‘h' poor families and widows in the district
received at Christmas a ha m. some gift of blankets,

The Committee grate Il|| record that Messrs.
Spencer, Turner and Boldero, Ltd., last Christmas,
as In previous _‘!.'{:.lrn} made a distribution of meat,
which was most acceptable to many poor families,

Whilst the Committee are very grateful for all the
help accorded as above, they would gladly welcome
any friends willing to share in allevia ting
distre: 55, and bring a little sunshine into lonely lives,
too many of which abound on e very hand.

Before concluding this report, the C‘rrn:wi:lm:
would like to express their indebtedness and
gratitude to the two City Missionaries, who so
nobly spend their time in visiting in the immediate
neighbourhood, and devote themselves so unt iringly
toall the departments of the work of the Mission.

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SIXTY-THIRD ANNUAL REPORT.

THE year 1897 was a period of anxiety to your Committee in
connection with one branch of the Mission.” The new building
in Bell Street, opened in the month of April, provided excellent
accommodation for the work of the various socleties of the
Mission ; but the faithful workers there recognised the fact that |
an almost wholly new sunday School and congregation would |
have to be gathered, while the various Mission associations would |
be called upon to break new ground. The friends there, under
the guidance of the Rev. Alfred H. Wilson, threw themselves
into the work with great devotion : Mr. Wilson soon made his |
helpful and beneficial influence felt in the neighbourhood ; the |
Sunday School, the congregation, the Provident Fund, the week-
day meetings and classes, promised well ; and cverything indi-
cated that the Mission had re-started upon a new era of Increased
usefulness to the poor of Marylebone,

At the beginning of October the bright outlook for the future |
was suddenly clouded by the unexpected death of the Rey.
Alfred H. Wilson. This was a serious loss. Mr. Wilson was a
man of strong force of character, of untiring zeal, and of good
judgment—a man to whom the physical, social, and religious
welfare of the poor was a supreme concern, and of whom it
may be truly said that, like his Master, he went about doing




good. That the blessing of the poor was with him was witnessed
on the day of the funeral, when the streets about the Mission were
crowded with people desirous of testifying their respect for his
memory, and the Mission chapel was filled with representatives
of all the religious denominations in the neighbourhood. The
work, thus Llﬂ]':]’i%‘(_‘(! of its guide, was undertaken for three
months by the Rev. W. E. George, B.A., who for three vears had
}f-:f:n attached to the stations at George’s Row, and at Rhyl
Street, as Missionary Fellow of Manchester College. Your Com-
mittee highly appreciate the willingness with which Mr. George
took charge of the work, and the efficiency with which he con-
ducted it. In February, 1898, the Rev. B, Kirkman Gray, late
of Warwick, who had had some experience of Domestic Mission
work among the Congregationalists, entered upon the office of
Missionary at Bell Street. Your Committee believe that in
appointing Mr. Gray they have secured the services of one under
whose direction the branch at Marylebone will increase its
power for good in the neighbourhood. He has already paid
much attention to visitation among the poor—a branch of the
work to which your Committee attach the greatest value.
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Great GCentral Railway Mission.
The above mission is run in the interest
of the constructors of the London Terminus
Works of the G. C. Railway, and through
its excellent, hard-working missionary,
Mr, 8. COreber, has done grand work in |
Marylebone, etc. The presidents are the
Rural Dean of Marylebone, Rev. Canon
Duckworth, D.D., and the Rural Dean of
Highgate, Rev. J, Jeakes. The committee
consists of local clergy, the hon, treasurer
and secretary, being Rev. E. A. Midwinter,
Bt. Paul's Vicarage, Lisson-grove. We
have the third annual report, for December
31st, 1898, before us, and, as usual, it tells
of success. The railway operations at
Hampstead are for the present completed,
but the number of men still employed on
the Terminus Works reaches a total of
8,000 ; with their wives and families added
there is & population of over 4,000. This
large population is scattered throughout
Marylebone, Paddington, St. John’s Wood, }
Kilburn, Kentish Town, and Notting Hill,
and considerable effort is therefore needed
to folow the men up in their homes. This
work has however been steadily carried on, |
and 8,467 visits have been made. By day
and night the works have been wvisited at
meal-times, and most interesting talks with
men individually and collectively have
taken place. Frequently a short, informal
service has been held. Lectures, illustratedl-
by diagrams, have been given daily in|
answer to atheistic objections to Christianity |
on the part of some of the men. They were '

!llm_ﬁened to with muech attention, and the
{points of each lecture were afterwards
freely and interestingly discussed, The
(sick roll is always & heavy one, and in
Ia.u_:ldltlpx_: to the ordinary house visitation

124 visits have been made to sick in their

homes, and 146 visits to the hospital. By
the kind help of Mrs. Oldman and talented

friends, the fund for -the relief of the sick

was aided to the extent of £24 10g, The

Pumber of attendances at Sunday School,

Temperance Society, Sunday and Work-

day BServices, during the year at the

Mission Hall, Bell-street, which was

opened on February 20th, at a rental of
r;EEEiE per annum, reached a total of 10,216,

The men have bravely endeavoured to meet

the expenses of the services by Bunday

evening offertories. A deficit on the work. .
g expenses of the old Hall, the cost of the
harmonium and gas-fithings for the new
Hall were cleared off, and £1 0g. 64, placed
to the Sunday School Tea Fund, by a Sale !
| of Work crganised through the kindness of
ithu Rev.J. F. and Mrs, Bateman, Mus, |
Douglas, and other friends, and opened on
(the 18th December, by Mrg. R. Temple
Frere, of 148, Harley-street, The balance
sheet shows general receipts £158 Ts. 2d.,
of which, £20 came from church offertories
from Christ Church, St. Thomas's, Port-
wuan-square, and St. John's Wood Chapel.
After payment of rent, ete., there ig a
balance in hand of £24 5s, The total
receipts for the fund for the relief of the
sick amounted to £28 15s, 6d. ; of which,
£22 18s. 9d. was spent on 70 cases, in the
shape of cash, dispensary letters, drugs,
food, mill, railway fares, etc., for four men
to convalescent homes, leaving a balance in
hand of £6 1s. 9. We can confidently
recommend the mission work to the men
and subscribers.
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“Whoso stoppeth his ears at the cry of the poor, he also shall ery
himself, but shall not be heard.”—Proverbs xxi. 13.

HERE are many people who have the idea that poverty and
Sl  wretchedness ave, to a large extent, confined to the East of

London. This is a great mistake, as there is a very large distriet

in the North-West of London where there are as poor and miserable
homes as any to be found in London,

A correspondent in the Daily Telegraph describes this district .—
“ Westward between the Grove and the Edeware Road, there
18 a patch of the vilest slums that the traveller counld well light upon.
[ saw street a'ter street choked with miserable tenement houses, grimy,
neglected and evil smelling. 1 saw a population, mainly in filthy rags,
and hordes of ragged, cadaverous children, not only ragged, but bare-
footed. Ilemember, these slums arve within rifle range of the noblest
West-end squares, and within two minutes’ walk of the bustling and
prosperous Marylebone and Edgware Roads.”

The Marylebone Medical Mission was started by Dr. Chambers in
this distriet in May, 1876,

The t:n-|l|[]'_a' is sometimes made—What are Medical Missions ?
What is their origin and their special usefulness ¥ We find the origin
of Medical Missions tully set forth by the Evangelists.

Here we have the inception of Medical Missions, Christ, Himself,
was the first Medical Missionary, and wherever He met the people there
was a Medical Mission, He set apart eighty-two of His followers by
special ordination, to heal the sick and preach the Gospel, and sent them
forth mto all the cities and villages.

The people everywhere are always keenly alive to their physical
diseases, but are often igmnorant of, or indifferent to, their spiritual
maladies. The cure of a disease by a physician establishes a pt:[-uli:u']:,'
confidential relation between him and his patients. This was frequently
noticeable in the relation of Christ to those whom He healed, They
immediately worshipped Him. The first apostles sent out by Christ
returned with great joy at their success.




The Deaconess and a lady who has been trained in an Hospital ave
also constantly visiting the patients at their own homes: ‘The cases
visited at home are as severe as those seen in the wards of anv ho=pital.
Many patients are visited and receive treatment who are dis reed from
hospitals as incurable. Others are attended who are incurable, and
wonld not Le admitted into a hospital.  Every patient receives advice
and mecicine free
